Title:  Tuition Increase for Fall 2020 (Fiscal Year 2021) 

Background of Issue:    HB 166 as currently amended allows Community Colleges to increase 

student tuition charges in FY 2021 by $5 per credit hour.   

Edison State Community College’s current tuition per credit hour is as follows: 
 

Instructional Fee         $135.32/credit hour 
General Fee                    $14.30/credit hour 
Technology Fee               $5.00/credit hour 
Activity Fee                      $1.00/credit hour 
Career Service Fee           $6.00/credit hour 

Total                $161.62/credit hour 
 

For a student taking 15 credit hours a semester, the tuition cost is $2,424.30.  For 30 credit hours (two 
semesters), the cost is $4,848.60. 
 

Increasing tuition by $5 per credit hour will increase tuition as follows: 
 

 Instructional Fee        $140.32/credit hour 
General Fee                    $14.30/credit hour 
Technology Fee               $5.00/credit hour 
Activity Fee                      $1.00/credit hour 
Career Service Fee           $6.00/credit hour 

Total                $166.62/credit hour 
 
For a student taking 15 credit hours a semester, the tuition cost will be $2,499.30.  For 30 credit hours 
(two semesters), the cost will be $4,998.60. 
 
 

Impact on Student Success:  

 

The change will provide funding for our student initiatives, 

facility and IT support, and other upgrades. 

Impact on Budget: 

 

Tuition is a major part of the operating budget.  The increase 

will improve the longer term fiscal integrity of the college.
